Major League Baseball stadiums

In 2004, Major League Baseball Commissioner Allan 

H. (Bud) Selig declared April 15th—the anniversary of 

Jackie Robinson’s  barrier-breaking first game—“Jackie 

Robinson Day” in perpetuity. At stadiums across the 

country, JRF Scholars and Alumni are introduced in spe-

cial pre-game ceremonies designed to raise awareness 

of JRF’s mission. This year’s Jackie Robinson Day was 

particularly significant as the nation paused to com-

memorate the 60th anniversary of Jackie Robinson’s 

entrance into Major League Baseball—one of the most 

defining moments in 20th century history and a catalyst for the Civil Rights Movement. Some 70 JRF Schol-

ars participated in ceremonies at 15 ballparks across the country. Academy Award winner Jennifer Hudson 

performed the “National Anthem” at Dodger Stadium, where JRF Scholar Nicolette Robinson later sang “God 

Bless, America.” JRF garnered more than 10 million print media impressions on “Jackie Robinson Day,” and 

over 500,000 fans left “Jackie Robinson Day” games with a special advertorial promoting JRF’s mission.

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Legacy Campaign
On January 1, 2007, the Jackie Robinson Foundation launched a $25 million campaign which will  

support the most profound and ambitious strategic growth in its history. The Legacy Campaign  

consists of three core phases: the establishment of a new Jackie Robinson Foundation Headquarters  

and Leadership Center, the development of a comprehensive Jackie Robinson Museum and the  

enhancement of JRF’s Education and Leadership Development Program capacity. The generous  

contributions of four organization’s who share the Foundation’s mighty commitment to “opportunity 

through education” has helped make this vision one step closer to reality. Lead gift support for  

the campaign has been provided by The Yawkey Foundation, the New York Mets, Citi, and the  

New York Yankees.

Phase One: The Jackie Robinson Foundation Headquarters and Leadership Center

The Jackie Robinson Foundation ushered in a new chapter in its history on August 27, 2007 when it began 

operating from the state-of-the-art Jackie Robinson Foundation Headquarters and Leadership Center at 75 

Varick Street in lower Manhattan. The space will dramatically enhance the Foundation’s acclaimed Education 

and Leadership Development Program by providing additional opportunities for JRF staff to interface with  

JRF Scholars and Alumni. The Leadership Center will serve not only as the hub of the Foundation’s operations 

but also as a dynamic forum where Jackie Robinson Foundation Scholars and Alumni will gather to partici-

pate in leadership development and career planning workshops and seminars. Envisioned as an epicenter 

of student-centered dialogue that promotes civic engagement and public service, the Leadership Center will 

help incubate future ambassadors in Jackie Robinson’s ilk. In addition, the new Leadership Center features 

several “touchdown” stations—spaces local JRF Scholars can use to complete school assignments, perform 

research and receive one-to-one academic advisement.  

Phase Two: The Jackie Robinson Museum

More than a long overdue tribute to a man who irrevocably altered America’s social and economic landscape, 

the Jackie Robinson Museum will serve as a destination for innovative educational programming designed 

to instill Jackie Robinson’s guiding values in students from across the country. With 11,000 square feet of 

street level space, the Museum will provide a venue for vibrant dialogue on critical social issues and become 

a cultural landmark that will immortalize Jackie Robinson as an American hero and be a cornerstone of the  

exciting renaissance taking place in lower Manhattan. Through informative and interactive exhibits, the  

Museum will tell the story of both Jackie Robinson’s life and the Civil Rights Movement. The Museum will  

help showcase Jackie as a dynamic role model that visitors will come to understand, admire and emulate  

and ensure that his achievements continue to serve as a source of inspiration and a “call to action” for  

future generations.  

Phase Three: Program Capacity

An important element of the campaign will be ensuring the long-term sustainability of the Foundation’s  

acclaimed Education and Leadership Development Program. The campaign will raise the funds necessary  

to endow this proven model of improving college graduation rates. JRF will strengthen its mentoring  

infrastructure, enhance its leadership and career development programming, and create new public  

service initiatives for its students.
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Support Network
Volunteers are essential to the success of the Jackie Robinson Foundation. More than 600  

individuals from across the country assist JRF in its mission of providing financial assistance  

and mentoring to JRF Scholars.

Board of Directors

The Jackie Robinson Foundation is governed by a thirty-five member Board of Directors elected by the board 

at large. Professional expertise, loyalty to the mission of the Foundation and community leadership are 

important criteria for nomination to the JRF Board of Directors. Among the responsibilities of the Board of 

Directors are ensuring that the Foundation has effective leadership, providing financial support and fiduciary 

oversight, and maintaining the integrity of the Foundation and its Education and Leadership Development 

Program. Ernest Steiner and Kenneth Fisher, longtime supporters of JRF’s Education and Leadership 

Development Program were elected to the Board this year.

Jackie Robinson Foundation Alumni Association

Jackie Robinson Foundation Scholars continue their association with the organization long after they 

graduate, joining a dynamic Jackie Robinson Foundation Alumni Association (JRFAA). Established in 1986, the 

JRFAA provides guidance and role models to current Scholars and supports the activities of the Foundation. 

The organization hosts annual conferences open to all Alumni and participates in regional public service 

projects. In 2007, the first JRF/JRF Alumni Association Endowed Scholar was selected, representing the 

culmination of the Alumni Association’s campaign to raise the necessary funds to endow a JRF Scholar.  

JRF Alumni are represented on the regional selection committees and JRF Board of Directors.  

Regional Selection Committees

Regional Selection Committees, located in seven locations 

around the country, assist the Foundation in administering 

a national selection process. These committed members 

consisting of academic, corporate and civic leaders, review 

applicants based on the following criteria: academic ability, 

financial need and leadership potential. The Selection 

Committee Members also serve as mentors to JRF 

Scholars after their selection.

Los Angeles Advisory Committee

In 2004, the Jackie Robinson Foundation opened an office in Los Angeles to expand its national reach and 

develop new partnerships. The thirty-nine member Los Angeles Advisory Committee is comprised of business 

and public sector leaders who assist in increasing local and regional support for the Foundation on the west 

coast by providing marketing and development consultation to the staff, supporting JRF events, local scholars 

and alumni, and acting as ambassadors for the public. The dedicated committee includes five JRF Board 

members. Eight companies represented on the committee are JRF Program supporters. 
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REPORT OF INDEPENDENT AUDITORS

Our audit included consideration of internal control 

over financial reporting as a basis for designing audit procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances, 

but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Foundation’s internal control 

over financial reporting. Accordingly, we express no such opinion. An audit includes examining, on a test 

basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An audit also includes 

assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluat-

ing the overall financial statement presentation. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for 

our opinion.

In our opinion, the financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material respects, the finan-

cial position of Jackie Robinson Foundation, Inc. as of June 30, 2007, and the change in its net assets and 

its cash flows for the year then ended, in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the 

United States.

NOTE 1. ORGANIZATION AND OPERATIONS

Jackie Robinson Foundation, Inc. (the “Foundation”) is a 
publicly supported, not-for-profit national organization 
established in 1973. It was founded in commemoration of 
Jackie Robinson, a superb athlete and a man dedicated to  
the struggle for social, economic, and political justice for  
all. Its programs are concentrated in the areas of supplemen-
tal education, youth mentoring, and tuition assistance. In 
addition, the Foundation serves as an advocate for the rights 
and interests of minority youth and, in a broader sense,  
their families and their community.

The Foundation is a public charity exempt from income 
taxes under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

NOTE 2. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The financial statements are presented in conformity with 
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States 
for nonprofit organizations. Accordingly, the Foundation 
is required to report information regarding its financial 
position and activities according to three classes of net as-
sets: unrestricted, temporarily restricted, and permanently 
restricted.

(a) Revenue Recognition

Grants and contributions received are recorded as unre-
stricted, temporarily restricted, or permanently restricted 
support, depending on the existence and/or nature of any 
donor restrictions.

All donor-restricted support is reported as an increase in 
temporarily or permanently restricted net assets, depending 
on the nature of the restriction. When a restriction expires 
(that is, when a stipulated time restriction ends or purpose 
restriction is accomplished), temporarily restricted net assets 
are reclassified to unrestricted net assets and reported in the 
statement of activities as net assets released from restrictions.

(b) Contributions and Pledges Receivable

Contributions and pledges receivable that are expected to be 
collected within one year are recorded at their net realiz-
able value. Contributions receivable that are expected to be 
collected in future years are recorded at the present value of 

estimated future cash flows. The discounts on these amounts 
are computed using a risk-free interest rate applicable to the 
year in which the contribution is made. Amortization of the 
discount is included in contribution revenue.

(c) Cash and Cash Equivalents

For purposes of the statement of cash flows, the Foundation 
considers all highly liquid debt instruments purchased with 
a maturity of three months or less to be cash equivalents.

(d) Investments

Investments are carried at the quoted market value of the 
securities. Realized and unrealized gains and losses are 
included in the statement of activities as increases or de-
creases in the unrestricted class of net assets, unless donor or 
relevant laws place temporary or permanent restrictions on 
these gains and losses. For purposes of determining the gain 
or loss on a sale, the cost of securities sold is based on the 
average cost of each security held at the date of sale. 

(e) Property and equipment

Property and equipment are recorded at cost or the fair mar-
ket value at date of donation. Depreciation of furniture and 
equipment is provided for on a straight line basis over the 
estimated useful lives of the respective assets, while leasehold 
improvements are amortized over their estimated useful 
lives or the term of the lease, whichever is shorter.

(f) Inventory

Inventory consists primarily of Jackie Robinson coins, tran-
sit checks, and merchandise for the Jazz Festival, which is 
stated at market.

(g) Functional Allocation of Expenses

The costs of providing the various programs and other 
activities of the Foundation have been summarized on a 
functional basis in the statement of activities, which includes 
all expenses incurred for the year. Accordingly, certain costs 
have been allocated among the programs and supporting 
services benefited. 

(h) Contributions In-kind

Contributions in-kind are reflected in the financial state-
ments at the estimated fair market value at time of donation.
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(i) Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with 
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States 
requires management to make estimates and assumptions 
that affect certain reported amounts and disclosures. Ac-
cordingly, actual results could differ from those estimates.

(j) Comparative data

The amounts shown for the year ended June 30, 2006 in the 
accompanying financial statements are included to provide 
a basis for comparison with 2007 and present summarized 
totals only. Accordingly, the 2006 totals are not intended to 
present all information necessary for a fair presentation in 
conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in 
the United States.

NOTE 3. CONCENTRATIONS OF CREDIT RISK

Financial instruments that potentially subject the Founda-
tion to concentrations of credit risk consist principally of 
cash and cash equivalents in financial institutions. At June 
30, 2006, cash and cash equivalents exceeded federally 
insured limits. Management regularly monitors the Founda-
tion’s cash balances with a view to minimizing its credit risk.

NOTE 5. BOARD DESIGNATED ENDOWMENT

The Board of Directors established a permanent endowment 
in 1986, specifying that: the capital of the endowment would 
be retained and invested; there would be no withdrawal of 
capital except upon approval of the Board; and the earnings 
from the endowment’s investments may be used upon the 
approval of the Board for the operations of the Foundation.

In 1992, the Board established an endowed scholarship 
fund that was started with contributions from Foundation 
alumni, specifying that the capital of the endowment would 
be retained and invested and that the earnings from the 
endowment’s investments be used to provide four year schol-
arships through the Foundation’s programs.

In 1996, the Board of Directors established the Spike Lee 
Youth Motivation Achievement Award Fund and resolved 
that the Fund be used to support an annual cash award to a 
Foundation scholar with the most outstanding community 
service involvement. 

In 2001, the Board agreed to segregate the commemorative 
coin surcharge income within the permanent endowment 
fund.

As discussed in Note 8 to the financial statements, the Foun-
dation’s investments provide collateral for the lease security 
deposit of $1,033,856.

NOTE 8. COMMITMENTS

On May 1, 1996, the Foundation renewed its lease for its 
administrative offices for an additional ten years, ending 

on April 30, 2006. On February 14, 2006, the Foundation 
extended its lease for six (6) additional months beyond April 
30, 2006 to October 31, 2006 at a base rent of $18,750. In Oc-
tober 2007, the Foundation extended its lease on a month-to-
month basis through August 2007 at a base rent of $22,000 
per month.

On February 20, 2007, the Foundation entered into a non-
cancellable lease agreement in order  to relocate its admin-
istrative offices and to provide space for a Museum and 
Education Center. The lease contains provisions for future 
rent increases and rent free periods, during which times rent 
payments are abated. The commencement date of this lease 
was May 1, 2007 through April 30, 2027. The total amount 
of rental payments due over the lease period is being charged 
to rent expense on the straight-line method over the term 
of the lease. The difference between rent expense recorded 
and the amount paid is credited or charged to “Deferred rent 
obligation.”

The lease agreement also provides for a security of 
$1,033,856, which is evidenced by a letter of credit collateral-
ized by the Foundation’s investments. The security amount 
decreases periodically over a fifteen year period to an 
amount of $250,000.

The future minimum annual rental payments are subject 
to escalations for real estate taxes and certain maintenance 
costs.

During fiscal years 2007 and 2006, the Foundation’s rent 
expense was $490,531 and $216,022, net of sub-lease rent 
income of $7,592 and 38,083, respectively.
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NOTE 9. CONTRIBUTION IN-KIND

The Foundation established an office in Los Angeles, 
California as a base for its west coast operations. The office 
space is provided by a member of the Board of Directors as 
an in-kind contribution. The office space has a fair value of 
$21,000 which is accounted for in the financial statements as 
rent expense and contribution revenue. 

NOTE 10. TEMPORARILY RESTRICTED NET ASSETS

Temporarily restricted net assets of $8,728,273 and 
$6,027,926 at June 30, 2007 and 2006, respectively, are avail-
able to support the museum, and education and leadership 
development program services.

NOTE 11. RETIREMENT PLAN

In 1991, the Foundation established the Jackie Robinson 
Foundation Defined Contribution Retirement Plan and a 
Tax-Deferred Annuity Plan pursuant to Section 403(b) of the 
Internal Revenue Code.

The retirement plan is a noncontributory, defined contribu-
tion plan covering all eligible employees working at the rate 
of at least one thousand hours per year who have completed 
one year of employment. The Foundation contributes an 
amount equal to 6% of the participating employee’s base 
salary. Additional amounts may be voluntarily contributed 
under a salary reduction agreement to the tax-deferred 
supplemental annuity plan.

During fiscal years 2007 and 2006, the Foundation’s retire-
ment plan expense was $56,023 and $68,478, respectively.
